Stamm AG is a  
preferred developer and manufacturer in this field and pursues a very similar business 
model to the SFS Group. Stamm AG’s customer portfolio largely complements that of SFS 
and thereby provides extended access to first-class companies in the medical component 
and other industries for the Industrial division.   
 
Stamm AG was founded in 1947 and, with a workforce of 60, achieved sales of approx. 
CHF 15 million in 2015. The SFS Group intends to strengthen and further develop the  
existing facility as a competence centre, in particular for applications in the medical  
components industry. By adding the company to SFS Group, its customers gain access to 
the range of services and the know-how provided by SFS. It was agreed to keep the  
purchase price confidential.
